
 

Literac y 
This term in Literacy we shall ex-
plore a range of  
genres through our cross  
curricular themes.  
This will include persuasive writing 
and explanation texts.  
Children will also be writing an his-
toric setting based on the gladia-
tors . In the latter part of the 
term children will be looking into 
the world of fantasy through the 
eyes of Peter Pan in preparation for 
writing their own imaginary world 
setting.  

Numeracy  
In Year 4, we will continue 
to work through the  
National Curriculum  
objectives. We will be  
covering 2D shape.  We will 
be recognising the proper-
ties of shape including an-
gles and lines of symmetry.  
Following on from this we 
will focus on co -ordinates; 
introducing the children to 
translation and rotation.  
Towards the end summer 
term children will be inter-
preting and presenting data 
using graphical methods.  

Science 
In science we will be exploring sound, including volume, pitch and 
how sound travels through different mediums via vibrations.  
Children will be carrying out investigations and completing a fair 
test to discover which materials make the best sound conductors/
insulators.  

Art and Design  
In art, we shall be  
Focusing on surrealism,  
relating to our  
Imaginary World topic in lit-
eracy. Here the children will 
be given the opportunity to 
learn about the artist  Dali 
and recreate their own surre-
al image using  a range of me-
dia. 

I.C.T.  
We will be following the school 
scheme of work in ICT.  Chil-
dren will be adding detail and 
interest to text by authoring 
using Microsoft word and Pow-
erPoint.  

Design Technology  
In relation to our history topic, the children will plan and design their own 
Roman purses.  Here they will develop their cutting, stitching and beading 
skills.  The children will then evaluate their finished product.  
In relation to our science topic of sound, the children will be designing 
and making their own percussion instruments and evaluating their finished 
product.  

P.E.  
Children will continue swimming this term. Every Monday they 
will be required to bring a swimming kit, swimming hat and 
£1.00 to participate in the lesson.  Other aspects of the PE 
curriculum will be taught by first - touch on a Wednesday.  

Music 
 

In music, we will be learning sounds 
scapes and creating soundscapes for our 
imaginary worlds.   Here, we will be given 
the opportunity to use a wide range of 
percussion instruments.
